Mineral Tramways Project

The Mineral Tramways Project was set up by Corn@allinty Council in 1989. The principal purpose waspen up the old
railways and tramways which originated in the gasats of copper and tin mining in the County, gralgreserve them as
cycleways, bridleways and footpaths, so that peoplad use them to explore the relics of the industn addition, it was
proposed to restore many of the old engine housg®ther buildings which remain from that time.

The railways and tramroads provided the principaans of transport from the ports of coal and oth&terials to the mines,
and the export of copper and tin to the smelt&sfar as Gwennap is concerned the two ports wexeian on the South
coast and Portreath on the North.

In Gwennap, the principle railway was the Redrutth @hasewater which ran from Devoran up to a puat Twelveheads
and on to Consols Road at Carharrack. A platewdsamroad also ran from the coalyard at Crofthatedjhe B3298 near
Zimapan House on the way to Portreath. The prajsct provides information boards at interestitigssand also direction
signs to guide people.

The principal routes in Gwennap Parish at presenttee Coast to Coast Trail which runs from thadPaooundary near
Zimapan, through the Poldice Valley and on to Twakads, and the cycle route which follows the Rédand Chasewater
Railway from near Twelveheads to the Crofthandsimy. Works planned for the future include:

Restoration of buildings at Cusvey

Restoration of relics at Wheal Fortune

Capping the shaft at Taylors engine house in Whiead

The restoration of the path which runs from Crafiffiacrossing past the Great Yard and on to Corizodsl

PART ONE

THE FIRST WORLD WAR 1914 — 1918

Harry P Rogers - November 1st 1914
Lieutenant Harry P Rogers Royal Navy died aged €aryin one of the early WW1 disasters for the Rdlgvy. He was
crew member of HMS Monmouth which was sunk withrelhds at the Battle of Coronel (off the coasteftral Chile) alon
with HMS Good Hope. Both ships were elderly armoured ergisnd were no match for the modern German Sqoaul
Battle Cruisers and were quickly destroyed with lthes of over 1600 men including Admiral ‘Kit' Crddck. It was the fir:
defeat at sea for the Ral Navy in over a century and had a disturbing&fbn morale. Revenge was gained at the Battliee
Falklands on December™6when the German Squadron was destroyed by a RWgaly Task Force. Harry is al
commemorated on the Plymouth Naval Memorial angharents lived at Tregye.

William T J Phillips - May 15th 1915
William was a Petty Officer in the Royal Navy buwicarding to the Commonwealth War Graves Commishisrdate of dea
was May 18 1915. He is listed as serving on HMS Vivid whichsin fact the Royal Naval Barracks at Devonport, neMS
Drake. It is therefore likely that he died of wogndiness or accident. Sadly no further detaitsarailable.

Thomas Collins - August 12th 1915
Thomas, aged 20, died at Ypres in Belgium anduiged in the Ypres Resevoir Cemetery. Althouglerafthe war there we
three designated ‘Battles of Ypres' in reality tbevn and the surrounding area was one continuonsiictofor almost the whol
of the war. Thomas was a Private serving in thedhfkCornwall Light Infantry (DCLI) and was the sofi dames and Emi
Collins of Frogpool.

James Gleed - January 31st 1916
James Gleed was a sapper (Private) in the Royah&mg but was previously in the DCLI. He is bdrie Cambrin We

Arthur Prowse - September 3rd 1916

Arthur was 20 years old and is commemorated o thepval Memorial to the Missing on the Somme whiets the names
over 73,000 missing men inscribed upon it. He diedng the middle part of the battle which commeghon the ¥ July 1911
and ended in midNovember resulting in over 450,000 dead and wourilittsh and Commonwealth personnel. Arthur w
Private in the DCLI and the son of George and Migwse of Gwennap.

William T Trenery - March 15th 1917

William J Collins - April 14th 1918

John Hooker - September 1st 1918

In September 2005 the staff returned to Frogpoetdehool, as they had done in previous years arigdvéor the children to

By half term in Octolve had vacated the
premises at Frogpool chapel and ended a provisated by Nina Cooper over 20 years previouslye $taff were very upset,
they wanted to continue a “pre-school” facility the village which they felt was especially impottdar families with no
transport or no wider family support, so that ctéhll could continue to benefit from socialising, amgping from their primary
carers, being educated and having FUN.

Ann Gazzard and Emma de ste Croix were alreadpledtad childminders in the village with over 25ay® experience between
them, and with another of the pre-school leaderaor McNally they joined forces to become “Frogpdohildminders
Together”. We had to register changes with Ofstedl become accredited in order to be eligible aocthe Early Years funding
for 3 & 4 years (meaning those children could attéar free). Childcare costs for younger childrea kept affordable at £4 for
the 2 ¥ hour session. We work additional hougsrtavide wrap around care for all children for 52eke of the year.

Ann is also the only childminder in the County vl been allocated funding for a 2 year old wittigahal needs.

We have a range of assistants all police checkede mnd female and ranging in age from great grdartgenager giving the
children a variety of personalities to interacthwit

We work from a 5 acre small holding in the hearGefennap parish, we have unlimited outdoor andandesources.

All of us undertake regular training in a varietiyaspects of childcare in order to enhance the aatceducation we provide,
courses undertaken are diverse from first aid, foypgiene, makaton, special needs, forest schoaipos training, tennis, music
and many others.

The three of us have our NVQ3 in Children’s Carearlning & Development.

Some gardening hints for now.

- This is the time to be thinking of orderiggrdening seeds for next year.

Browse through the catalogues that come by pogsitra local garden centre where there is a cohwsive range on sale. Your
own soil type will determine your choices.

- For the vegetable grower the list is long, but fereea few ideas. A parsnip, ready for lifting ardiNovember is a
broad-shouldered variety called ‘White Gem’. Thigsshallow soil but is not an exhibition conteridenother good vegetable
is the courgette. A few seeds sown early and theredater will give crops until October. Sow in poinder glass but protect
from slugs and mice. A vegetable rich in vitaminad C and the mineral iron is sprouting broccitie caterpillars of the
Cabbage White butterfly can be a problem, but pirgbff the clusters of eggs before they hatch keékp the plants from
becoming meals for creepy crawlies.

- If you don’t have space for a vegetable plot, sptaated in the flower border will grow just as wefi fact, runner or
climbing beans grown up a wigwam of bamboo candigyivie a good yield and not look out of place. &fall, they were
originally introduced to this country as an ornataéplant.

- Whatever seeds you choose, whether flower of vetgtdo not forget to label them well. Memory plagisks and it is
S0 easy to mistake young seedlings for weeds.

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The Ornamental Garden - January — March

Sitting indoors over the Christmas period give<tiior thought about the jobs that need doing inchraing months. These, of
course, are dependant on ever-changing weatheitioosd

If there is a cold spell forecast, cover up theswler plants, especially those in pots, and rogtsgwod free draining compost or
bark mulch. For plants like Cordylinks just gattiee leaves together (upwards) and tie in with sofribe dead leaves from the
base.



Now is the time to cut off the remainder of lasage growth from the herbaceous perennials. Takddliage off oriental
helebores to prevent black spot and expose floteensso that they show up better. Fast growingoshecan be pruned half-way
back reduce (or repair) any wind damage.

The tying up completed, lightly fork through exigjiborders to aerate the soil and allow free doginAt the same time you can
fork in a top dressing of bone meal or blood fislhéne.

As long as there isn't a big freeze or snowfall gnound conditions are suitable, any hardy plaatsstill be planted during the
winter months.

In the potting shed or greenhouse prepare for gpadme of the hardier herbaceous perennials anghémif you have saved
your own seed get them cleaned and ready for sofrdmg mid-February onwards.
