FOOTPATH WALK - United Downs — Cusvey - Wheal Maid — United Downs
Approximately 4 miles, 1hour 15minutes

A winter stroll on good stone surfaces with very tile mud. Almost carpet slippers standard!

Leave your car in the lay-by on the Mount Wellingtoad, adjacent to the County Council woodlangag. 300
metres from the junction at United Industrial Essabon the left hand side)

Head up the road from the lay-by towards Mount Wivgtbn. After 40 metres, on the bend, bear RIGHThgp
track marked ‘Public Byway'. LEFT at the crossladesvn towards the road, STRAIGHT ACROSS down the
Inae marked ‘Cusvey’, bearing RIGHT and then immiediyaLEFT down a narrow stony path marked
‘Twelveheads'.

LEFT where this path meets a wider track, pastyMdettage, then LEFT onto the path marked “The Gdrni
Way, Public Bridleway”. Take the middle path whéreplits into 3, continue under the bridge (ndte setts of
granite that the railway used to travel on) andiool past the ‘Private’sign, keeping to the paghtrthrough the
Wheal Maid Valley. The tailings dams on your righ¢ currently being examined by the Environment Agdn
reduce levels of contamination.

At the metal barrier, STRAIGHT ON across the busad, taking the new path towards Carharrack. LER€&res
the path meets the road under the fir trees, wgliimthe road past Primrose Cottage (Bensons venjottable
B&B) and at the next junction, STRAIGHT ACROSS tioad into the lane signed “Coogee” and “The Pines”.

SITA Cornwall - involvement in the local Community

SITA, who run the landfill site at United Downs, dra  w our attention to the series of community schemes that they are
involved with, some of which may be of interest to local residents. They are:-

1. SITA Cornwall and the Recycle for Cornwall team h  ave set up a new initiative that was proposed by Mar  k Hatwood
from Porthscatho, to increase the amount of househol d waste batteries recycled in Cornwall. Each Parishi  n Cornwall
can apply for a battery collection tube, which will be located in a local community facility e.g. post office. Local
residents can use the tube to dispose of their hous ehold batteries and when full a representative from the community
will take the tube to the nearest household waste r  ecycling centre (HWRC). For further details please contact Rachael
Bice, Waste Management Officer for Cornwall County ~ Council, rbice @cornwall.gov.uk

2. SITA Cornwall has an Education Officer based at Bo  dmin visitor centre who is available to give advice on reducing,
reusing, recycling and recovering energy from waste and to provide guided tours of the adjacent recycl ing facility. If
you are part of a community group that is intereste d in arranging a visit to this facility, please con tact our Education
Officer on 01208 261678 or 07971 147426.

3. At our materials recycling facility in Pool we of fer a ‘Cash for Cans’ scheme, through which we give money in return
for cans. You can find out more about this scheme by phoning the Pool depot on 01209 202000.

4. SITA Cornwall Trust supports community and enviro nmental improvements projects, situated within 10 m iles of a
registered landfill site in Cornwall. It is indepen dent from SITA Cornwall but is funded by landfill ta X generated at
United Mines landfill. SITA Cornwall Trust distribut es funding through the Landfill Communities Fund (f ormerly the
Landfill Tax Credit Scheme). To find out how the tru st can provide funding for a project you are involv ed in, please
visit the website www.sitacornwalltrust.co.uk or contact Wendy Reading, Fund Manager on
wendyreading@btconnect.com _ or 01579 346816.

5. We are working in partnership with local organis ation Community Assisted Projects on a Community Lit ter Picking
Partnership. We plan to hold a series of litter pick  ing events across Cornwall in 2009. | will keep you updated with the
progress of the project and hope we can set up seve ral litter picking events in your area next year.

6. SITA Cornwall provides near to 170 recycling brin g banks across Cornwall, some of which are located in your local
area. If you would like to find out where your near  est bring bank is or if you have any further questi ons about these
facilities, contact our helpdesk on 08456 300300.

7. As you are aware, a large proportion of the wast e left over once you have recycled consists of plas tic. If you have
any suggestions as to how we can work together to m ake your local area plastic-free please contact me on
grace.williams@sita.co.uk.

November/December 2008
Another horticultural year has passed so quickly with very little summer and too much rain, and as we admire
the glorious colours of Autumn, and watch the leaves fall, we can reflect on all the inspiration, knowledge and
pleasure we have gained from our speakers during the year, and from the gardens we have visited. Remember
the Champion Trees at Trewithen, the pretty borders at Poppy Cottage (not to mention the gastronomically
perfect cakes!) A lot of ground has been covered during the past year, and many words of wisdom spoken
which we hope you the members have greatly benefited from.
