Chairman’s overview

I have often wondered what I would write in this section if I became Chairman and with the retirement of Irvin Herbert 
there is an opportunity to find out.  

Firstly, the Council would like to thank Irvin, on behalf of the Parish, for the way in which he has given his time freely and 
decisively over the last 5 years.  Irvin has had to manoeuvre his way through several controversial issues and has worked 
very hard to create an environment where each view could be given an airing before decisions were made.  Our thanks go 
to him and we wish him well.  We now have a new Chairman, me, and a new Deputy Chairman, Councillor Ray Humble.  
Together with the rest of the Council we hope to continue and grow the good works of the Council and other Parish 
organisations.

There are a number of issues that we need to address. Some are critical and others merely important.

Wheal Maid continues to prompt attention, particularly from those who live nearby.  As a reminder, the Council bought the 
valley several years ago to prevent it being used for anything considered undesirable at the time – principally to prevent it 
becoming an extension to the United Downs Landfill Site.  There have been long term issues in the Wheal Maid Valley.  
Illegal vehicles, health issues, deteriorating mine workings to name a few but it is probably true to say that continued 
Police presence has reduced the number of vehicles, the health risks are becoming more understood and excellent work by 
Cornwall Council and other bodies has made a big difference to the mine workings.  Things are not perfect but they have 
got better.  The Council will continue to work with the Police, Cornwall Council and Environment Agency.  Currently we 
are awaiting a report from the EA which will provide further detail on the health risks and the associated remedial actions 
that need to be taken.  This is expected in August.

The recent spate of changes generated by One Cornwall, elections and ward boundary changes have resulted in significant 
reorganisation for the Parish.  Several of the personalities we have grown to know and, in some cases, love, have moved on 
or retired.  From a parish perspective it is unlikely that this degree of change is a good thing as several ongoing projects are
likely to be delayed due to staff changes.

In the next edition of the newsletter we will have lots of detail about the proposed new Parish Rooms which will be 
procured to replace the ‘ailing’ portacabin.

DON’T DO IT!

Despite polite requests, there are still people who take their dogs into the Playing Field. 
Dogs and children do not mix. There are plenty of alternatives, please use them.

FOOTPATH WALK   - GWENNAP CHURCH CIRCULAR.
A short circular stroll starting and finishing at Gwennap Church, quite a bit on roads, so be careful. Approximately 2.5 miles, just over an 
hour at meandering speed. Like many of our footpaths near our boundary, it strays into neighbouring parishes at times.
START. From Gwennap Church car park head straight up the road towards Comford (the river will be on your right). 
Turn RIGHT after 200 metres up the lane marked “public footpath”. Continue this uphill path, skirting the right-hand side of the field, then 
a stone lane. Eventually you join a wider lane/drive, keep going UP.
WARNING! Busy road. Bear right, then immediately LEFT on to the quieter unclassified road to Trevarth.
At Trevarth, RIGHT on the road towards Carharrack.
RIGHT at property “Greenacres”, down track with wooden post in the centre.
When the track meets the road (very busy), STRAIGHT ACROSS, down path immediately opposite.
At the bottom of this path, RIGHT at the pumping station with the green fencing. You will have the fencing on your left-hand side as you 
head down the bridleway that skirts the Landfill Site.
This eventually comes out on the Sunny Corner – Gwennap road, turn RIGHT and follow the road back to the Church car park.

Gwennap Police Report for May 2009
7 crimes reported in Gwennap as compared to 9 for the same period last year.  The crimes were:
• Criminal damage to a field, a car and also to a property

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Environmental News
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News from SITA at the United Mines Landfill Site.

At a recent Liaison Meeting, SITA confirmed they are still intending to close the site in October 
2010. Because the site will not be a full as originally planned, they will have to submit an 
application to the Planning Authority showing changes to the final landform included in the 
Restoration Plan.
OPEN DAY  - SITA will be holding another Open Day on Friday 7th August. More information 
on this will be advertised locally when details are released, but if you didn’t make last year’s 
event, make sure you go this year. It was very interesting.
Those of you that use the Bridleway from Sparry Bottom down through to Trevince, skirting the 
Landfill Site will have experienced the large pond of water that accumulates on the surface in one 
particular spot. SITA, along with the Countryside Access and the Environment Agency have 
worked up a soakaway solution that will resolve the problem. Odour problems from the Landfill 
area seem to affect our neighbours in Carharrack more than Gwennap residents, but if you do 
experience any problems from the site, call their Helpdesk on 08456 300 300
And finally, the photo below shows the area before it 
became a Landfill Site. This is a view of the valley 
floor in the mid 1940’s looking from Carharrack
towards Tresamble Bottoms. The nearest stack formed 
part of the Trevince Arsenic Works which was active 
in the latter part of the 1880’s. The stack and buildings 
beyond to the right were part of Alfie Burrow’s 
treatment plant, presumably the stack was linked to a 
calciner which roasted the tin ore to extract some of 
the impurities. This current tipping levels are higher 
than the Burrows chimney!

Since being appointed they have dealt with a number of tree related enquiries for the parish, ranging 
from removal of an unsafe tree at Lower Town to the pruning of a cherry tree in Gwennap 
churchyard.
A competition in the last newsletter invited 
parishioners to look for any old, gnarled or unusual 
trees with a character or history or orchards within 
the Parish Boundary and submit findings for an 
opportunity to be entered into a prize draw. Of the 
entries received, the winner, drawn by the parish 
clerk on 2nd June in the presence of the wardens, was 
Mr J Cox, 9 Pencantol, Frogpool. 
Congratulations to Mr J Cox who won the two tickets 
to Goonhilly Future World.
Mr Cox saw, what he thinks could be a very old oak 
tree on the public footpath adjacent to Race Hill, 
Bissoe. In comparison to this very large tree, 
Lawrence Moody is just about visible in the 
photograph. 

The tree wardens would like to thank those who entered. Both trees shown will be formally recorded 
and submitted to the Cornwall Ancient Tree Forum for further evaluation. Could these be our first 
Great trees of Gwennap? This is only the beginning so please contact a tree warden if you think you 
know of any old or unusual tree or if a tree has personal or historical connection, we would like to 
know.
We are also applying for funding to plant parish hedge trees, more on this in the next newsletter.
Beware, there are many trees in the parish that are protected by a Tree Preservation Order, or as part 
of a Conservation Area. If anyone without official permission deliberately damages a protected tree 
in a manner likely to destroy it they could be fined up to £20,000 if convicted in a magistrates court.
If you encounter any tree related problems, please contact the parish tree wardens who will do their 
best to help or find the advice you need.

An introduction, Extent and area of the Parish, Notices of the villages, The scholastic and religious 
aspects, Comparisons with former and present state of the Parish, A sketch of the life of a miner,
What the Parish is in need of.  A small sample of his work taken from Canto 3 :

….Crofthandy, the fire croft, or near croft, or close
was it here that miners forgot all their woes

sunk shafts and drove levels, work’d too, their pitches
whilst drinking ‘neath hedge rows or in their deep ditches

frequent potations of smuggl’d French brandy?
Perhaps, from such scenes, t’was first call’d Crofthandy.

In this world of business what changes there are!
Some sink through neglect, many prosper by care;

These observations of life over 160 years ago paint quite a picture of how thing were in the Parish. Well 
worth a read if you can find a copy.
